Beginning April 16, 2009 through
June 20, 2009, Fr Jack, St. Peggy and 21
choir members and chaperones from
Chimbote, traveled the United States
performing in 36 communities in eight
states. Thousands attended the concerts
and shared their joyful gratitude for the
beautiful music and dancing provided.
In each location, Fr. Jack and Sr. Peggy
shared stories of their work to eliminate
the causes of poverty, emphasizing the
need for education. Choir Tour T-Shirts
and CDs were sold by the hundreds,
with the proceeds benefitting the mission
programs in Chimbote.

The group was warmly received in
parishes, schools, nursing homes,
universities, television and radio stations,

Bishop Angel Francisco
Simon, Bishop of Chimbote, and Padre
Juan Roger Rodriguez were among the
many priests, sisters and lay people who
honored Ir.

Joseph Evinger

When asked the question of why he went
to Chimbote, Joseph Evinger, seminarian
for the Diocese of Bismarck, ND stated,
“I would have to answer twofold: first, it
was not I who wanted to go but rather
through prayer the Lord gave me the
desire to enter this place of poverty; and
second, the Lord used my desire of
languages to pull the trip off.”” Joseph
volunteered 6 weeks of his time to the
Matt Talbot Center, the mission’s halfway
house for addicts. He noticed that the
men at the center had great hope amidst
their struggles of poverty and addiction,
a hope he had never seen before in
anyone. He states, “We can learn from
them that a person can still be happy
even though he or she has nothing...
but more importantly, it was through
the poor that God chose to enter the
wortld, for they have the greater humility
than we who are so materially rich”.
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Joy McBrien and Kaitlin Durkin, both
19 and from Minnesota, spent 4 weeks
volunteering in Chimbote in July and
August, working in solidarity with
laborers to upgrade the Women’s
Refuge Center, providing a safe haven
for abused and battered women and
children. Kaitlin states, ““There is not a
day that goes by that I don’t think about
the things that I saw and the people
that I met. I am so thankful for this
experience and am definitely changed
for the better.” Joy agrees and says,
“Once you witness the happiness that
exists in Chimbote when they are faced
with some of the worst circumstances
imaginable, the bigger picture really
comes clearly into view. I am so glad
that I’'ve had my first Chimbote
experience, and I can’t wait for a
lifetime full of others.”

We are
called to help and support the sufferings
of whomever God has brought into our
own lives. I came here to serve the poor,
but I realized that I am already one of
them. We are all poor: let us serve each
other.” In July 2009, Chatles returned to
Chimbote for a term as the Volunteer
